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When children move into Year 2, they begin with a similar writing process to Year 1, practising their transcription and compasition skills in tandem.
They practise rereading to check their work through adult modelling and prompting. When composing, this is always orally and moves to written
composition. Learning in the autumn term will be supplemented by the Place Value of Punctuation and Grammar.
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When moving into Autumn 2, the Year 2 writing process becomes slightly longer, encouraging children to develop their own ideas and vocabulary for
composition more whilst still providing them with plenty of opportunities to practise their transcription. They will begin to plan for writing before writing

their own compositions. Children will begin to gain more independence when re-reading and checking their work.
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As children move into the Spring term, they begin to develop more of an understanding of the writing process, including learning to write different text
types through analysing models and developing their editing and improving skills.
